FROM CREASE TO COACH’S CHAIR | Discipline defined him, an era remembered him

Bob Simpson - The captain, coach & custodian who made Aus great again

Australian cricket is mourn-
ing the loss of one of its 
greatest architects, Bob 
Simpson, who passed away 
in Sydney on Saturday at the 
age of 89. A true all-round 
servant of the game, Simp-
son’s career spanned over 
four decades as a master 
batsman, leg-spinner, inspi-
rational captain, era-defin-
ing coach, and mentor. 

Nicknamed “Simmo”, 
Simpson played 62 Tests, 
scoring 4,869 runs at 46.81, 
with 10 centuries, 27 fifties 
and a highest of 311 against 
England in 1964—part of a 
then-record 1,381 runs in a 
single calendar year. He also 
chipped in with 71 wickets 
and a sharp 110 catches, 
underlining his reputation 
as one of the finest slip 
fielders of his time. 

Cricket Australia chair-
man Mike Baird hailed him 

as “one of the greats of Aus-
tralian cricket”, adding: 
“Bob’s wisdom revitalised 
Australian cricket during its 
darkest days.” 

Simpson’s impact ex-
tended far beyond the 
numbers. After retiring in 
1968, he returned at 41 to 
captain an Australia gutted 
by the World Series Cricket 
exodus in 1977, leading them 
to a fighting win over India. 
But it was his decade-long 
tenure as Australia’s first 

full-time coach (1986–1996) 
that changed the game’s his-
tory: 
1987 World Cup triumph in 
India, 
1989 Ashes conquest in 
England, 

1995 series win in the Ca-
ribbean, ending West 
Indies’ 15-year dominance. 

“No one gave more to Aus-
tralian cricket than Bob 
Simpson,” wrote former 
captain Steve Waugh, credi-
ting him for making Austra-
lia a dominant force. “He 
made me a better player, 
and he made Australian 
cricket great.” 

From Sourav Ganguly, 
who called him “a gentle-
man to the core” and re-

called their 1999 World Cup 
stint together, to Matthew 
Hayden, who said, “Simmo’s 
wisdom and love for field-
ing took my game to 
another level,” tributes 
poured in from across the 
globe. 

Australian Prime Min-
ister Anthony Albanese 
summed it up: “As a player, 
captain and then era-defin-
ing coach, he set the highest 
of standards. He will be 
long remembered by the 

game he loved.” 
Simpson’s legacy is en-

shrined in honours—Order 
of Australia (1978, 2007), in-
duction into the Sport Aus-
tralia Hall of Fame (1985) 
and the Australian Cricket 
Hall of Fame (2006). 

Tonight, Australia will 
observe a moment’s silence 
and don black armbands in 
Cairns against South Africa, 
bidding farewell to the man 
who shaped modern Aus-
tralian cricket.

India vs China reload for Asian shooting supremacy

China climbs 
to glory

The Great Wall of Speed was 
unshakable in Chengdu as 
host nation China scaled new 
heights, sweeping both the 
men’s and women’s speed 
climbing relays at the World 
Games. With this, China 
wrapped up the climbing 
competition with a dazzling 
five out of six gold medals, 
turning the podium into a sea 
of red. 

The brand-new relay 
format, making its debut at a 
major international stage, 
saw duos battle for com-
bined times. And China 
didn’t just win—it rewrote 
history. 

Records tumble, 
rivals stumble 

In the men’s showdown, 
Chu Shouhong and Long Jian-
guo clocked 10.26 seconds in 
the final against young Ameri-
can challengers Michael Hom 
(18) and Logan Schlecht (17). 
Both climbed clean, but the 
Chinese pair proved unstop-
pable. 

The US duo Samuel Watson 
and Zachary Hammer, despite 
Watson’s shoulder injury, 
grabbed bronze by smashing 
a world record of 10.06 sec-
onds against Indonesia. “The 
injury is manageable. I’ll be 
back,” Watson promised. 

On the women’s wall, 
China’s Deng Lijuan and 
Zhou Yafei turned the sport 
into a masterclass of preci-
sion and power, breaking the 
world record not once, but 
three times in a single day—
finally stopping the clock at 
13.28 seconds. They beat 
compatriots Qin Yumei and 
Zhang Shaoqin in an all-
China final.

In a shocking theft that has 
rattled India’s sporting fra-
ternity, the Padma Shri 
award of iconic swimmer 
Bula Chowdhury — India’s 
first woman to conquer the 
English Channel twice — has 
been stolen from her ances-
tral residence in Hind-
Motor, Hooghly. 

The internationally ac-
claimed swimmer, also an 
Arjuna Award winner and a 
former CPI(M) legislator, 
discovered the theft on Fri-
day when she visited the 
residence where her 
trophies, shields, and medals 
were preserved. Alongside 
the Padma Shri, police con-
firmed that 10 medals and 
shields were stolen, many of 
them appearing gold-plated. 

Breaking down in tears, 
Chowdhury accused the 
authorities of negligence. 

“I earned those medals 
after a lot of hard work and 
struggle. Now most of them 

are gone. My question to 
Chief Minister Mamata Ba-
nerjee is: why could the po-
lice not prevent this 
robbery?” she said, her voice 
heavy with anguish. 

Her brother Milan 
Chowdhury revealed that 
the Hind-Motor residence 
had suffered three prior rob-
bery attempts. Complaints 
were filed each time, and 
even a police picket was de-
ployed briefly — but later 
withdrawn. “Despite re-
peated alerts, the thefts did 
not stop,” Milan said. 

Deputy Commissioner 
Arnab Biswas of Chanderna-
gore Police confirmed an in-
vestigation has been 
launched. “We have started a 
thorough probe. At first 
glance, all the stolen items ap-
peared gold-made,” he stated. 

The theft is not just a 
personal loss but a blow to 
India’s sporting heritage. 
Chowdhury’s achievements 
include crossing seven seas 
across five continents, 
making her a pioneer in

This time, India has raised 
the stakes, sending their largest-
ever contingent of 182 shooters 
across 58 medal events, includ-
ing 46 individual and 12 mixed 
team contests. With strength in 
numbers and recent Olympic-
level consistency, India is aiming 
to rewrite history by dethroning 
China. 

BEYOND THE 
OLYMPIC GUNS 

While most Indian shooters 
will be competing in Olympic 
categories, the squad also fea-
tures strong contenders in non-
Olympic disciplines such as 
Centre-Fire, Standard Pistol, Free 
Pistol, Rifle Prone, and Shotgun 
Double-Trap. With multiple 
formats—individual, team, and 
mixed team—the opportunities 
for medals are plenty. 

CONTINENTAL 
LANDSCAPE 

Kazakhstan, the hosts, have 
fielded the second-largest con-
tingent (111), banking on home 
advantage. 

Korea (70), China (41), Iran 
(29), Chinese Taipei (24), Viet-
nam (20) are also in the hunt. 

Shooters from the Middle 
East are expected to bring fierce 
competition, especially in Shot-
gun events. 

ENTRY CODES & 
STRUCTURE 

Seniors: 5 athletes per 
NOC, 3 eligible for medals.

But 
with a record Indian arsenal, 
the showdown in Shymkent 
could mark a turning point in 
Asian shooting supremacy.
